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Grammar dominoes
Word dominoes (ie a card with two words on it looking like a domino, as illustrated below) can be an excellent way of consolidating the pupils’ confidence with using the key vocabulary of any unit and is great for grammatical terms.  
The aim of the game is to be able to link all the dominoes in a line. It is best initially if all the dominoes are laid out on the table and any one domino selected as the starter. The pupils can then see all the choices and decide collectively which dominoes to link together. They can’t put a domino down unless they can explain the link between the terms. Model how to talk through a link so they know how to play. For example, If you want a bossy sentence that tells someone what to do, use the imperative.  When designing your dominoes, make them reversible so when you turn it over

This enables all the dominoes to be put in a straight line and no one has to try reading things sideways.
